
• For fruity place cards, use small pears 
or apples. Cut a small slice by the stem of 
each and insert a heavy paper name card.

• Instead of flowers, fill oversized glass 
bowl or vase with colourful fruit such as 
grapes, pears, lemons, limes, oranges or 
cranberries.
	
• Tie napkins with garden twin or raffia.
	
• Fill shallow bowls with unshelled 
walnuts, hazelnuts, pecans and almonds.
	
• Combine flowers with fruit to make 
unique table centrepiece. Fill a bowl 
or large vase with apples, grapes and 
white roses.
